Your boarding group appears directly on your boarding pass—both digital and printed.

5. Why Your Boarding Pass Might Not
Appear

This is one of the most common issues travelers face. Luckily, most problems have simple
fixes.

Common Reasons Your Boarding Pass Is Missing
e Passport information not completed (international flights)
e Name mismatch between reservation and ID
e Outstanding balance or fare upgrade not finalized
e Random security selection (SSSS)
e System bugs during online check-in
e Missing visa information
e Unaccompanied minor restrictions
e Booking through a third-party agency requiring verification

6. What to Do If You Lose Your Boarding

Take a screenshot of your mobile boarding pass—just in case.

4. Charge Your Phone

Mobile passes require enough battery to scan at TSA and the gate.

5. Keep Your Passport Handy

For international flights, your passport often needs to be scanned before your boarding pass
is released.

You must ensure your Known Traveler Number is correctly added to your reservation. If
not, you may need to re-check in.

Do | need to print a boarding pass if | already have a mobile one?

No. Mobile passes are accepted almost everywhere United operates.
